· Niranth (Secretary) presented the Agenda for the meeting. The agenda item no. 4 – “[DECISIONS] Approval of the COM/SDB Minutes of the last meeting “was proposed to be removed as it was already approved electronically. The approved minutes of Dec 2013 meeting is available at COM SDB Website. 
· [Motion] “Approve the Agenda” - Glen moved and JP seconded. 
· [Result] APPROVED by acclamation as there were no objections.
5. [INFORMATION] Status updates from Working Group Chairs
· P1903 WG: P1903.1/P1903.2/P1903.3

· P1903 WG met F2F in GLOBECOM 2013 for 3 days meetings and made progress on the NGSON protocols technical specifications. The plan for 2014 is to conduct 4 meetings with 2 F2F co-located with ICC’14 and GLOBECOM’14. While the other 2 will be held as online meeting using WebEx. The WG is also evaluating a proposal to conduct the F2F meeting in Sep’14. P1903 WG has sent liaisons to ETSI NFV (Focus on Virtualized Service Instantiations, Service Composition and Self Organization) and ITU-T JCA SDN (Update about NGSON activities in the broader roadmap of SDN)
· SIEPON WG: P1904.1-Conformance 01, 02, and 03/P1904.2:
· After completion of the base standard – IEEE 1904.1-2013, the WG is now working on the following conformance packages (P1904.1-Conformance01, P1904.1-Conformance02, P1904.1-Conformance03). SIEPON WG met F2F in Sunny Vale on 11-13 Feb’14 and 17 comments were resolved on the above packages. The drafts have been circulated after rework. All three drafts are about to enter the Sponsor Ballot.
· [Motion] “To conditionally authorize the Sponsor Ballot if in the current recirculation we have no new negative comments and make no technical changes to the draft” – Glen moved, Farooq seconded.
· [Result] APPROVED [5 – Yes, 0 – No, 0 - Abstained]
· Submitted a new PAR for P1904.2 (Management Channel for Customer-Premises Equipment Connected to Ethernet-based Subscriber Access Networks). The PAR was approved by the previous ComSoc Standards Board and is on the March 26th NesCom agenda. P1904.2 project cannot be formed under 1904.1 Working Group, because 1904.1 WG is entity-based and 1904.2 is individual-based. Also, the scope of P1904.2 PAR is outside the scope of 1904.1 WG.
· Two strategies are being discussed - whether to create a new 1904 WG or to create a Access Networks standards committee.
· [ACTION] The pros and cons of both the strategies need to be discussed offline and concluded before the next COM/SDB meeting.
· P1906.1: No Updates.

· There is one candidate for the WG chair election (Devendra Jalihal). The election ballot is to be initiated and supposed to complete by 7th Mar’14.
