Jinri Huang from China Mobile made a presentation to propose a new PAR and formation of a new Working Group to develop a standard for the Fronthaul interface involving massive MIMO antennas for the 4G and 5G networks.  There were some question and comments:

- 20 people is an underestimation; should be around 50

- not to use “next generation” on the title of the standard; it is okay to use it in the title of the WG

- need to discuss the alignment or this new WG with the 1904.3. Although, the two groups have overlapping scopes, but the expertise areas may be different. While 1904.3 expertise is on the fiber optics, the new group’s expertise will be on wireless.
