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Green ICT Emissions Working group:



IEEE P1922.1 (Standard for a method for calculating anticipated emissions caused by virtual machine migration and placement): The working group did not meet since June, so no updates to report. A meeting will be held on the 27th September.



IEEE 1922.2 (Standard for a Method to Calculate Near Real-Time Emissions of Information and Communication Technology Infrastructure): The standard is available on IEEEXplore.

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EECH – Energy Efficient Comm Hardware:

IEEE 1923.1 (Standard for computation of energy efficiency upper bound for apparatus processing communication signal waveforms): The standard is available on IEEEXplore.



IEEE P1924.1 (Standard for Recommended practice for developing energy efficient power-proportional digital architectures): Draft 12 was approved by the working group as the final draft and submitted to the IEEE standards association for MEC (Mandatory Editorial Committee) for review on Tuesday September 14th as the first step in preparing for the Ballot process. The Draft 12 is expected to be discussed at the next October for the IEEE GreenICT Standard Committee meeting.

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EEICT Working Group updates:

The working group held a meeting on the 15th July 2021:

IEEE P1925.1 (Standard for Energy Efficient Dynamic Line Rate Transmission System): The results are being reproduced using the new power consumption values. The draft structure is being reorganised to follow the same structure as IEEE P1927.1. A reference case is established based on operation using a single data rate. Improvements are then presented based on mixed line rates. The draft is 70% completed.







IEEE P1926.1 (Standard for a Functional Architecture of Distributed Energy Efficient Big Data Processing): A recent draft was circulated to the working group. The draft contained editorial changes as well as the reorganised structure for a recommended practice. The layout is organised so that there is a baseline design and a number of improved recommended approaches to reduce the power consumption beyond the baseline. Feedback is sought via email from the working group. The draft is 80% completed.

EEICT Working Group updates:



IEEE P1927.1 (Standard for Services Provided by the Energy-efficient Orchestration and Management of Virtualized Distributed Data Centers Interconnected by a Virtualized Network): The working group has discussed and analysed the reproduced results, and a number of trends were detected in the results due to the sequential nature of the model. A suggestion was provided by the working group to perform the sequential execution of the jobs without preemption. Results with preemption will also be included. IEEE GreenICT published standards were reviewed to capture the main features of a standard. The draft is 80% completed.
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EEICT Working Group updates:



IEEE P1928.1 (Standard for a Mechanism for Energy Efficient Virtual Machine Placement): The results have been reproduced. The draft is being updated with the new results. The draft is also being restructured to introduce reference case where all virtual machines are based in a central cloud. The draft is 80% complete.



IEEE P1929.1 (An Architectural Framework for Energy Efficient Content Distribution): More figures have been regenerated. The results are being reproduced and will include a reference case with a single storage node. The structure of the standard is updated. The draft is 85% completed.
