IEEE P1922.1 (Standard for a method for calculating anticipated emissions caused by virtual machine migration and placement): The working group summarised what was accomplished and what was needed to complete the standard, listed the technical scopes of the standard and surveyed the group members regarding their involvement in the sub group addressing these scopes and decided to start with the Geographical Scope immediately given the interest of the people attending the WG meeting to work on that topic.
