P1934.1 & P1935 Fog Computing and Networking Architecture – 

In P1935 (Edge/Fog Manageability and Orchestration), finalized the standard draft. P1935 was approved as a new standard by the IEEE SA Standards Board on 15 February 2023.  Editorial activity for publishing is under way.

In P1934.1,, (Nomenclature and Taxonomy for Distributing Computing, Communications, and Networking Along the Things to Cloud Continuum) discussed the future plan.   After consideration, they have asked for withdrawal  of PAR extension rather than continuing formal standard because of difficulties with community debate over “fog” and “edge.”  They will submit the technical contribution documents to the IEEE SA Contributors Collection.
